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STRIKE ON 15th DECEMBER
The NFTE BSNL and BSNL workers Alliance

have decided to organize one day strike on 15th
December to oppose the move of Govt. to retrench
one lakh employees through VRS, Disinvestment
and systematic efforts of DoT to make BSNL fi-
nancially unviable and bankrupt. The axe has now
started falling on workers as well. Therefore, we
have to stand up before it becomes too late. The
management has arbitrarily withdrawn the facili-
ties of LTC, encashment of leave and Medical Al-
lowance without vouchers. The management
also denied 78.2% IDA fixation at the time of
wage revision agreement resulting much mon-
etary loss to the employees every month. The
issue could not be clinched at the time of wage
revision due to fact that the recognized union
failed to evolve unity of all non-executive un-
ions as in the past. The BSNL workers could
not get Bonus for last two years.

The revenue of company has declined much
and today it is running in loss. It is due to inept
handling of affairs by management and hostility of
Govt. The Corporate HQR has miserably failed to
procure GSM equipments, Modem 2, Drop wires,
cables etc. seriously affecting the expansion of
Telecom services. The private operators  have
been allowed  to capture market Causing fall in
BSNL’s market share and revenue. The DOT has
emptied the coffer of BSNL by forceful realization
of 3G and BWA spectrum charges. ADC and re-
imbursement of license fee to BSNL have been
stopped by DoT.

The BSNL administration is not maintain-
ing communication with more than one lakh
employees. Unhealthy atmosphere is being
created in the field. The grievances of the em-
ployees of more than 50%, and not belonging
to recognized union are not being redressed.
Ironically such staff are targetted and harassed
beyond description. BSNL administration has
been almost silent spectator and not evolved
mechanism for settlement of the problems of
such employees.

There is stalemate at circle/SSA levels after
completion of absorption process of ITS person-
nel Many SSA/circle heads are neglecting the
service. This is unfair and undesirable. The stale-
mate should end sooner the better. Why absorbed
group ‘A’ officers are not being given responsibil-
ity? Such raw treatment must end.

The BSNLWA and NFTE proposed to JAC for
Indefinite strike during Parliament session as is-
sues are very grave. The unions in JAC preferred
one day strike. The NFTE is committed for unity
of unions and joint struggle since its inception.
Therefore, Head Quarter has decided to organize
strike on 15th December.

BSNLWA and NFTE BSNL, therefore, call
upon the workers to rise to the occasion and make
the 15th December strike successful.

Question :- BSNL has
asked to be allowed to sur-
render BWA and 3G spec-
trum in some circles be-
cause of its declining finan-
cial health. Apart from this,
do you plan to give any sub-
sidy to it for its unviable op-
erations? There was also a
BSNL plan for a VRS (volun-

tary retirement scheme). Has that been approved?

Ans:- The request of BSNL for surrendering of
spectrum and a VRS plan is under consideration.
The VRS package for BSNL could be of the order
of Rs 10,000 crore and it will need Cabinet approval.

Both BSNL and MTNL had a big impact from
the payout of 3G and BWA spectrum at around
Rs 28,000 crore. Even the phasing out of sup-
port for uneconomical activities, at Rs 2,000
crore, was stopped for BSNL. We are looking at
all the issues but it will take a couple of months to
come to a final decision. The number of employ-
ees in the two organisations and their percentage
of expenditure on this are much higher compared
to other telecom companies, as these were mainly
landline companies.

The important issue is that all this has impacted
their bottom lines and all the requests, including
that for a subsidy by BSNL, is being looked at col-
lectively. It will not be a piecemeal approach.

More than 11 years have elapsed but de-
partmental examination could not be organized by
BSNL head-quarter for promotion to JTO (T) cadre,
while GM (Est.) agreed for early notification but was
not agreeable for taking vacancies into account
upto year 2011. Therefore we are seeking your kind
intervention. We may state that earlier Sr. GM (Est.)
Shri D.P. De had agreed in the matter.

It is mentioned that sufficient candidates will not
be available in case vacancies are considered upto
year 2009 as direct recruit TTAs were appointed
only after years 2001 and 2002. A large number of
staff will be eligible for examination if vacancies upto
year 2011 are taking into consideration. We strongly
feel there is no legal hurdle in this regard as Hon‘ble
Kerala CAT decision is clear and distinct. Moreo-
ver, revised scheme for LICE has been introduced
vide no-5- 11/2009-pers IV dated 01.11.2011 as
such there will be no legal problem in issuing fresh
notification.

We, therefore, urge upon you to please inter-
vene into the matter in the interest of future of em-
ployees and company both.

December. The notes on the demands are ap-
pended below for perusal and consideration.

1. Proposal of VRS to Staff :- BSNLWA and
NFTE BSNL are opposed to the proposal of re-
trenchment of employees through VRS. The ab-
sorbed employees are covered under Rule 37A and
entitled for Govt Pension. The VRS cannot be ap-
plied on such category of staff. We have earlier
suggested voluntary Replacement Scheme in
place of VRS but the suggestion and proposal has
not been considered in real perspective. The rail-
way has introduced replacement scheme under
which sons / daughters of the employees can seek
employment in case of voluntary retirement we re-
quest that VRS proposal be dropped and in its place
voluntary Replacement Scheme be introduced
which will be lucrative for aged employees who will
seek voluntary retirement and in their places their
sons / daughter of employees may get employment.
The wage burden on BSNL will also reduce.

2. Financial viability of BSNL :- At the time of
formation of BSNL the Govt by its Cabinet decision
assured to keep the BSNL financially viable. The
ADC and compensation of Rs 2000 crores support
for uneconomical activities done by BSNL is also

Restore financial health of BSNL
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stopped. The BSNL has also been burdened with
the pension expenses to the tune of 40% although
Govt promised to pay the pension.

The BSNL should get choice and freedom for
selecting the circles for 3G spectrum and unutilized
surplus spectrum be surrendered to the DOT. The
BSNL may be permitted to surrender unviable BWA
spectrum The License fee be also reimbursed.
Huge expenditures are being incurred on the TAC
members nominated by DOT. The TACS be either
disbanded or expenditures incurred on TAC mem-
bers reimbursed by Govt.

3. Procurement of equipments : - Despite
assurances the GSM equipments, cables,
Dropwires Modem etc could not be provided in the
field. The development of Telecom Services is com-
pletely stopped

4. 78.2% IDA fixation :- The demand is legiti-
mate claim of the employees. The Govt of India,
Department of Public Enterprise, has decided
78.2% IDA fixation while evolving new pay struc-
ture. This order has been implemented in all the
PSUS except in BSNL causing immoratal monetory
loss to employees. The benefit of 78.2% IDA fixa-
tion be extended to BSNL staff with immediate ef-
fect and arrears be paid when the financial condi-
tion of the company improves.

5. Restoration of Medical Allowance, Leave
encashment and LTC facilities:- The facilities
have arbitrarily been stopped. The restoration of
Medical Allowance with vouchers be discussed and
solution found out by decreasing the numbers of
days, if necessary.

6. Repatriation of ITS officers :- Such ITS
officers who have not opted for BSNL be repatri-
ated to end the present stalemate prevailing in the
field.

In the process 97 suc-
cessful candidates have been denied promotion to
TTA cadre. The Corporate office has recently is-
sued orders for holding of examination for year
2008 including 97 vacancies of 2004 also.

It may be appreciated that the employees who
appeared in supplementary examination are not at
fault and they should not reasonably be discrimi-
nated and denied in promotion. In other circles the
supplementary examinations were held and em-
ployees promoted. To bestow justice and fair play

the R/R of TTA be suitably modified for their regu-
larization.

1. Withdraw the proposal of VRS to staff.
2. Restore financial viability of BSNL

(a) Compensate for uneconomical activities done by BSNL and continue grant of support of Rs.2,000
crores in lieu off ADC. (b)  Release BSNL from payment of Pension liability of 40% as per DOT orders
of 15th June, 2006. (c ) Choice for selecting 3G spectrum. (d) Reimbursement of License fee as
assured at the time of formation of BSNL. (e) Refund of Rs 8313 crores paid towards BWA spectrum
band (f)  Discontinue and disband all TACS.

3. Immediate procurement of equipments (GSM, Cables, Dropwires, Modem etc)
4. 78.2% IDA fixation
5. Restoration of Medical Allowance, Leave encashment and LTC facilities.
6. Take steps for early repatriation of non-optee ITS officers.
7. Minimum Bonus to staff akin to CG employees.
8. Ensure dialogue with all the registered and applicant unions and extend minimum Trade Union

facilities.
