On March 13, 2026, the program of the Circle Conference began with the flag hoisting.
The national flag was hoisted by the Circle President, Comrade Rajesh Kumar
Chaubey, and the union flag was hoisted by Comrade Sanjay Kumar Singh, Circle
Secretary. After the flag hoisting, all the delegate comrades who had arrived from every
corner of Bihar entered the Comrade Islam Ahmed Auditorium (Bharti Mandapam),
Vidypati Marg, Patna. Subsequently, the proceedings of the meeting began under the
chairmanship of Comrade Rajesh Kumar Chaubey. The meeting was inaugurated by
lighting the lamp by the Chief Guest of this event, Mr. Arvind Prasad, Chief General
Manager, BSNL Bihar Circle; Special Guest, Mr. Sunil Kumar, General Manager
(Admn), Bihar Circle; and Comrade Chandeshwar Singh, General Secretary, NFTE
BSNL, New Delhi. All the dignitaries paid tribute by offering flowers on the photographs
of Comrade Islam Ahmed, Comrade O.P. Gupta, and Comrade K.S. Sheshadri.
Thereafter, the open session was inaugurated, in which, first of all, tributes were paid to
the comrades who had passed away during the previous term.

In the open session, Comrade Sanjay Kumar Singh, Circle Secretary, heartily welcomed
all the invited guests as well as the entire community present participating in the
meeting. Comrade Suryamani Prasad, Provincial Vice President, while conducting the
proceedings, first requested Comrade Upendra Kumar Tiwari, Leader of the Postal
Employees Union (NFPE), to address the gathering. Comrade Tiwari drew everyone's
attention to the changing equations against the working class and employees, and
explained that newspapers daily reveal that the government is spending thousands of
crores of rupees for the revival of BSNL. However, no change is visible on the ground.
He clearly stated that if the government wishes, no power can stop BSNL from
becoming profitable. Mr. Ratish Kumar, President SNEA, while addressing the
gathering, promised to maintain their unity. Mr. Anand Kumar, Circle Secretary, BSNL

On behalf of the Postal Employees Union,
Comrade B.K. Mishra, a senior leader of FNPO, also addressed the gathering and in his
address, strongly opposed the government's policies of introducing VRS again under
BSNL. Discussing the deteriorating conditions of postal employees, he stated that the
current government does not appear to be a protector of employees’' interests in any
way. From FNPO, Circle Minister Mr. Prerit Kumar (E3), Mr. Manish Kumar (R3), Mr.
Naveen Kumar (R4), and Mr. Shivshakti, District Secretary Patna, participated in the
meeting.

From the Indian Postal Employees Federation, Mr. Vikas Kumar Singh, Circle
Secretary, was also present in the meeting. After the statements of the employee union
leaders, Mr. Sunil Kumar, General Manager (Admn), BSNL, Bihar Circle, Patna,
addressed the gathering. Thereafter, Comrade Chandeshwar Singh, General Secretary
NFTE, was invited to speak. Addressing the meeting, Comrade Singh elaborated in



detail on the 3rd Pay Revision, new promotion policy, membership verification of unions,
and all other burning issues. He urged employees to work unitedly for BSNL and to
struggle in an organized manner for the protection of their interests. Finally, the Chief
Guest of this event, Mr. Arvind Prasad, Chief General Manager, BSNL, Bihar Circle,
Patna, infused new energy and enthusiasm into the gathering with his address. Mr.
Prasad, appealing to the employees, said that they have worked for BSNL with limited
resources, due to which BSNL is progressing. He stated that we should all work unitedly
for BSNL. He also guided the officers of the management side and said that whatever
directions related to employees are issued from BSNL Corporate Office, they must be
implemented under all circumstances so that employees can serve the organization with
doubled enthusiasm and provide quality service to consumers. The employees were
listening to his address with complete calm and attention. In his nearly one-hour-long
address, he motivated the employees with several examples. After the Chief Guest's
address, the President adjourned the meeting for a lunch break, instructing all delegate
comrades to be present in the meeting again at 4:00 PM. He also thanked all the invited
guests for attending the open session.

Delegate Session after Lunch:

At 4:.00 PM, under the chairmanship of Comrade Rajesh Kumar Chaubey, the
committee was formally constituted. Comrade Sanjay Kumar Singh, Circle Secretary,
presented the report of activities of the previous term, and the financial accounts report
was presented by Mr. Vinay Kumar Singh, Treasurer, which was accepted by the house
with acclamation.
